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Our History 
 

On October 1, 1959, Bishop Edward Turner recognized a mission congregation for 
Derby, Kansas, under the direction of St James, Wichita.  We became St Andrewôs 
Episcopal Mission and held our first Evening Prayer service in the Derby Town Hall on 
April 6, 1960.  The Lord required but two thi ngs of those who started the new mission ï 
ñFaith and Willingness to Back That Faith With Actionò.   
 
In 1963 we purchased five acres of land for a church and the groundbreaking was held 
on July 24, 1964.  Our church was designed by our first Senior Warden, Art Woodman.  
When our Articles of Incorporation were certified in February, 1987, we became an 
independent congregation responsible for our own future.  
 
In 1989, the Men of St Andrewôs held the parishôs first Shrove Tuesday Pancake Supper, 
beginning a tradition we continue to this day.  In 1993, an Eagle Scout project by 
Michael Chacey created a nature preserve with hiking trail , picnic area, and wildlife 
sanctuary on the back half of our property .  I n 2000, St. Andrewôs was recognized by 
the Girl Scouts of the Golden Plains Council with their annual Community Leadership 
Award for our outstanding long time support of Girl Scouts in Derby. 
 
From 1989 until 2000, we were in a yoked parish arrangement with two smaller 

Episcopal parishes in order to share one priest.  In 
2001, we entered into a covenant relationship with 
St Johnôs Episcopal Church that allowed us to share 
a priest.  We continued that covenant with Good 
Shepherd Episcopal Church, the parish with wh ich 
we shared our part-time rector,  Rev. Carol Meredith.  
During 2002, we planned the construction of an 
educational wing to our building, conducted a 

capital campaign and broke ground in May, 2003.  On March 28, 2004, Bishop Dean 
Wolfe dedicated the parishôs new narthex, offices, and three classrooms.   
 
Our most recent improvement was the installation of our 
lighted sign, which put real meaning behind our church 
slogan, A Light on the Hill .
